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Meredith Rotary Club Welcomes Jack Armstrong as Guest Speaker

Meredith Rotarian John Woodaman
mtroduced Jack Armstrong president of the Granite
Region Antique Automobile Club of America
(GRAACA) as guest speaker. The AACA 1s made up
of members who are interested in preserving cars that
are 25 vears or older. Nationwide there are 60,000
members.

Jack is working on compiling the “The
History of the Ford Automobile in Meredith™ and
showed the club a shide presentation of what he has
learned so far, many of the slides dating back to the

early 1900°s. Jack has many unanswered questions

A gentleman by the name of L. G. Pynn operated a garage in what 1s now an Italian restaurant across the
street from the Meredith Post Office. In one slide Mr. Pynn was towing 6 or 7 model T's up Main Street, The cars
were shipped via the railroad without tops, fenders, running boards and windshields. Recently a crate containing
Model T fenders was discovered in Pennsylvania. The crate is dated 1914 and 1s addressed to L. G. Pynn. Jack had
the crate in a trailer outside for members to see after the meeting,

Another slide showed Pynn’s garage in what 1s now the Wickes Lumber building showing gas pumps out
front.

In a photo from 1928/1929 the building had been expanded to include a showroom and the familiar blue
Ford logo had been added. Holding a repair tag with the name Charles Hartshone, Jack asked if the name meant
anything to anyone. One of the Rotarians stated that the Hartshorne family had lived on Meredith Neck

Jack has been able to determine that the Ford dealership was sold to Irving Clark and then to the French
family, the current owners. He asked the club if anyone had information on when the dealership moved to its
current location on Route 3 or if anyone had any pictures from the WW 11 era he would be interested in hearing
from them. He also wanted to know if there had been any other dealerships in town. Jack would like to hear from
you if you have any information that relates to the Ford dealership in Meredith,

At the conclusion of the program, fellow GRAACA member and Rotarian Jim Wallace stated that L.G
Pynn was a charter member of the Meredith Rotary Club and showed Jack the original name badge dating back to
1928 when the Rotary Club was established in Meredith.
