Since our last bulletin, the Senate and House ol Representatives have had a conference commitlee meeting Lo
review HB63Y and have revised the cut-ofT date for exemption to be the date of manufacture prior to 1949. The bill has
been signed by the Governor and will take effect on January 1, 2008,

The initial bill passed by the House had a cutofT date of vehicles produced prior to 1941, Having two 1941
vehicles that would just miss the cutofT aroused my curiosity as to what it would take to amend this ball to include all
prewar vehicles. Having no experience with the New Hampshire legislative process, | decided to contact Representative
David Welch of Kingston, who just happened (o be an old high school car club assoctate in the late 50°s. Funny but his
first comment to me after | explained the proposed bill was that the cutoff vear should be 1949 That was the vear the
Ford’s new design didn't require a special drum pull to remove the rear drums. David said, “Let’s try to amend the bill in
the Senate so we don’t have to come back next vear with another change.™ He advised me to email my senator, Maggie
Hassan and ask her to help with the bill as it headed to the Transportation Committee m the Senate. He also said that he
would contact the Senator personally to see what could be done to revise the proposed il

That evening | sent off an email letter to the senator stating my request and to my amazement | receive a response
the verv next day. Email has certainly changed the world of communications.

Senator Hassan said she would help me work on a revision. In her message she had a list of questions that took me
a couple of days of research to answer. She said there was some confusion among the members of the Senate as to when
production actually stopped. 1 provided her with the production numbers of prewar vehicles in 1940, 1941, and 1942 |
also provided statistics on when matenals (i.e. rubber, chrome availability ) and production of vehicles was stopped afler
Pearl Harbor and when automobile production was allowed to start after “D” Day. 1 also explained that in 1949, for the
first ime since WWII ended, the Ford Motor Company completely redesigned its vehicles. Maggie responded quickly that
she would ask her legislative aid, Will Craig. to follow the bill, to attend the hearings and to be my contact. Will was great
about keeping me up-to-date and describing the process.
