New Hampshire Legislation

Regarding Antique Automobiles

The New Hampshire Legislature is considenng two
bills which are of interest to owners of antique automaobiles.
Hearings are being held at this ime and 1t 1s important to
follow the proceedings closely.

HB66 would allow the use of Vintage Plates on
vehicles 40 year and older providing a standard antique plate
15 available in the car. The bill has not passed yet.

HB6359 is to exempt certain motor vehicles
manufactured prior to 1941 from vehicle equipment and
inspection requirements. A hearing held on March 14 was
attended by about 30 automobile owners/restorers and a
dozen people spoke in favor of adopting the exemption.

The Granite Region was represented by Larry
Hoagland who spoke and presented a letter from President
Jack Armstrong as well as by Bart Carlson who spoke for
several clubs. Among others participating were Carl
Goodman, Brad and Sigrid Marble, Larry Federhen, Fuzzy
Matson, Judy Wildman, Marge and Dick Welch, Richard
Shores, Bob Bowes, Bill Harper, John Hanson, John Mangan
and David Kidder.

While the Granite Region had rather good
representation, we were outdone by the Central N.H. Model
"T" Club which was represented by the majonity of
supporters present, an excellent turnout for this hearing.

While the Transportation Committee present for this
hearing gave us no indication as to whether the bill is
receiving favorable consideration, they were not hostile with
their questions and we remain very hopeful to a good
outcome,

Quarterly Meeting

The quarterly meeting of Granite Region of AACA was held February 3, 2007
at 1:30 pm in the Manchester Country Club.

There were 31 members and 1 guest present. The meeting was called to order
by Vice President Jim Wallace. After general remarks he asked everyone to introduce
themselves, He also mentioned he was in possession of the power-point and video
equipment if needed by members.

Secretary Barbara Madden read the November 16, 2005 minutes and they were
approved as read.

Gerry Griffin, Treasurer stated we have $5,200 in our treasury.

At present we have 225 members, three are new. However Willy Carlson,
Membership Chairman stated 15 are delinquent in their dues and will soon be
dropped. Also discussed was the fact that one can not be a club member unless they
are a current member of AACA. Because of insurance concerns of AACA this rule
must be carefully followed. Renewal forms go out in March.

Members applauded the new format of the Granite Banner edited by Carol
Hoagland. She is always looking for articles from individuals,

Carl Goodman discussed House Bill 66 which would allow the use of Vintage Plates on vehicles 40 years
and older. A regular antique plate would be kept in the car. The bill has not passed yet. Also in committee is a bill to
stop inspections on cars 41 years and older,

Upcoming activities were discussed. Several ideas were suggested and rejected because of cost or space
restrictions. Several are in the works.
