I"'m beginning (o have an appreciation for the tasks of AACA s Diectors, There arc about 30 items to be covered at Board
Meetings ranging from the 18 tours and show evenis held yearly 10 worryving about memberships, library and museum. 'm
presently responsible for Legislative AfTairs and have four other committee assignments. | try Lo stay abreast of State and Federal
Legislation that may have positive or negative efTects on our hobby. The so called “Cash for Clunkers” Federal legislation is being
followed by AACA. [t provides $3.500 - $4.500 incentive for people Lo trade in older, high fuel consumption and high emissions
cars for new lower [uel consumption and emissions ones, There 1s a danger that if this idea is o success and continues that there
would eventually be a reduction of older cars and parts for use by future collectors. Present versions of this legislation seem Lo
have a short life span of about 4 months which makes it appear to me to be another Federal Government move Lo assist the ailing
auto industry.

It iz important that hobbyists stay alert for Legislative actions in their States and try 1o attend hearings and/or submit testimony
on Bills that could impact antique car activities. Our Region’s members have been present and effective when the New Hampshire
Legislature has dealt with issues affecting antique vehicle license plates and frequency of vehicle inspections.  All states are
looking for ways to increase tax revenues. Some are considering significant increases in registration and ttling fees for antigue
vehicles. Stay alert for these sorts of happenings and sound the alarm so that we can be sure 1o be represented al appropriale
hearings.

The rainy period ook a break for our Castle-in-the-Clouds Show. Hopefully we'll all get to enjoy many antique car days the
rest of the summer.
