Last year | sent a note to all
club members who have email
about the local gas stations
adding up to 10% ethanol to
their gasoline and that it could
damage the fuel systems of
older cars. Sure enough, my
'54 Plymouth quit running after
a few weeks. Although my fuel
pump was fairly new, and my
carburetor had been rebuilt not
so long ago | determined they were the
problem. Now, a year and about $250
later, | have both of those components re-
built with ethanol resistant parts, and the
car once again runs great. But there is
more good news!

Today | talked to the clerk at a Tatum's
Q-Gas station, (I have never traded with Q-
Gas), and asked him about the sign in front
which states: ETHANOL FREE GAS. He
said they tried it for a year and decided to stop adding ethanol to their fuel. He said this
applies to all Q-Gas stations. I've noticed their price is usually only about one or two
cents per gallon lower than major brands, but it will be a bargain to burn this fuel in my
antique cars, and to boot, you get better m.p.g. in straight gas than gas with the ethanol
added. And, no, although | have met Mr. Tatum, | do not get a kickback for this!

I hope you have not experienced problems in your older cars like | have, but | would
advise you to try this "New and improved" product to prevent future problems.
