     On Sunday, May 25, 2008, we lost our dear friend and fellow club 
member Carlton Davis. He was born on September 5, 1920, on a farm in 
northwest Mississippi to Aubie and Addie Merrill Davis. 

      He met his wife-to-be, Imogene, at Northwest Mississippi Junior Col-
lege in the early 1940's.  They were happily married for 42 years and 
raised two children. He served in the US Navy during World War II. 

     He started his career with TVA in Knoxville, and moved to Florence in 
1961.  He retired in 1982 after more than 30 years service with TVA. 

     Carlton was a longtime faithful member of Woodmont Baptist Church. 

     He was preceded in death by his loving wife, Imogene, and by a 
brother, Thurman.  He is survived by a daughter, Susan;  son, Brian;  three grandchil-
dren;  two great-grandchildren;  and a brother, Clay. 

     Below are excerpts of remembrances from some of our club members concerning 
the life of Mr. Davis: 

Tribute to Aubie Carlton Davis 
- September 15, 2008  

"We have lost a very good man, a true Southern Gentleman, as well as one of the most knowl-
edgeable Ford mechanics left. I'll miss him a great deal as a good friend." 

 

"...He was an important part of our group, and well respected by everyone." 

 

"Carlton was so thorough in car restoration that he never covered up any problems; he had such 
high standards.  It was like a labor of love for him. And he would help anyone with advice and 
parts.  I am not at all sure that I could have completed (my vehicle) without him." 

 

"I first met (him) at our (club) Christmas dinner.  We sat together. My first impression as that he 
was a true Southern Gentleman with no pretense.  That impression was correct.  He talked to me 
about Model T's.  I have never met anyone who knew more about them.  He was one of the most 
affable persons I ever met." 

 

"He was a good family man, a good conversationalist, and very religious.  Although I didn't 
know until after his passing that he was an enthusiastic member of his church choir, I wasn't sur-
prised -- it just fit his lifestyle. Although he managed to live alone for many years after his wife, 
Imogene, passed away, he mentioned her often, lovingly.  She had gone to shows and ridden on 
tours and club drives with him as often 
as she was able." 

 

"I met Mr. Davis when I joined (the 
club) in January, 1972.  Over the years 
I found him to be one of the kindest, 
most knowledgeable, and sincere men 
I have ever known. He was always 
eager to help with an old car problem 
or project, especially if it concerned a 
Model T, Model A, or early V-8 Ford.  
I believe he knew more about those 
cars than just about anyone in the 
hobby.  He was always glad to help in 
club matters, and to participate in old-
car hobby activities.  He loved work-
ing on his own or other people's cars, 
solving problems (even on non-Fords) 
and properly restoring them..."
